The Founder members included prominent local dignitarics of the day
including Earl Temple, Lord George Grenville, the Reverend Sir George Lee,
Bart and Colonel Nugent. The annual subscription was two guineas to pay
for wine and each dinner cost 7/6d. Interestingly dinner was served at 4.00
p.m. Our present habitual times for eating have only come in during this
century — no doubt as a result of the invention of firstly gas light and then the
electric light. Wine was limited to one bottle per member — although there
